EXHIBITOR AGREEMENT

Pipeline, hereafter referred to as Symposium Hosts, that he/she is fully authorized to sign
for and bind the undersigned exhibitor to this Agreement. Exhibitor agrees that exhibitor
and all persons associated with it shall comply with all rules, policies and procedures
prescribed by the Symposium Hosts, as it deems necessary for the efficient and safe,
conduct of the event and related activities

Exhibitor agrees to each and all clauses set forth in this agreement. Failure by exhibitor to
abide by any clauses set forth in this agreement gives the Symposium Hosts the right to (1)
immediately terminate this agreement (2) require exhibitor, immediately upon notice of
violation of this agreement, to cease operations and vacate the premises, and (3) forfeit any
and all fees paid to the Symposium Hosts for the right and privilege of participating in the
event.

Exhibitor shall not display, offer for view or sell any illegal or contraband items. The laws of
the State of Georgia shall control. All exhibitors are also requested to not sell items
considered a nuisance or inappropriate.

Exhibitor acknowledges and understands that it is responsible for sales and use tax and shall
in no way hold the Symposium Hosts or its representatives responsible.

Exhibitor shall comply with all codes and regulations of the forum location and the State of
Georgia.

Exhibitor acknowledges it has read this agreement and agrees to follow all rules and
guidelines as directed. This Agreement is subject to exhibitor satisfactorily submitting all
requested application materials, and full payment of all designated fees. It is the
responsibility of the exhibitor to be aware of these Rules and Guidelines as well as all
applicable governing laws. It shall be exhibitor's duty to insure that all employees and
agents of exhibitor are knowledgeable of and abide by all Rules and Guidelines and
applicable governing laws.

Exhibitor shall assume full responsibility for exhibitor’s conduct and for the conduct of its
employees, subcontractors, suppliers, or any other person associated with exhibitor and
shall indemnify and hold harmless the Promoter, its agents, officers and employees from
and against all claims, liabilities, suits, damages, costs and expenses, including reasonable
attorneys’ costs and fees, related to (i) exhibitor’s breach of this Agreement, and (ii) for
injury to, including death of, persons (whether they be third persons or employees of the





parties hereto) or any loss of or damage to property in any manner arising from the
negligence of exhibitor.

All Exhibitors are independent contractors and nothing in this Exhibitor agreement should be
construed as forming a partnership of any kind with the Symposium Hosts.

INDEMNITY AGAINST GENERAL CLAIMS. | hereby agree to indemnify, defend and save and hold
harmless any member of the Host Committee, its officers, employees, agents, partners, heirs,
successors and assigns (collectively, the "Indemnified Party") from and against, and to
reimburse the Indemnified Party with respect to, any and all claims, demands, causes of action,
losses, damages, liabilities, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney's fees and
expenses, court costs, and costs of appeals) asserted against or incurred by the Indemnified
Party by reason of or arising out of the display or sale of items by the undersigned at the STPP
Forums. This Agreement shall be binding on the parties hereto, their heirs, successors and assigns.

This Exhibit/Exhibitor Agreement incorporates all agreements and understandings, either oral or in
written, between the parties and has not excluded any term contemplated prior to the signatures of the
parties. This agreement has been read, understood and entered into freely, voluntarily and absent of
duress by the parties signed below.
